ADVISORY INFORMATION

This approval relates to the use of ‘Cercobin WG’ (M13854) for the control of Fusarium diseases and root diseases as an ornamental cutting dip and soil treatment. Use is restricted to container grown ornamentals only. For the ornamental cutting dip use cuttings are dipped for 30 minutes in a solution containing 3 g of product in 1 litre of water. For the control of root diseases (thielaviopsis, cylindrocarpon, rhizoctonia etc) and Fusarium diseases as a soil treatment use, 28 g of product is incorporated into a square metre of compost. Both uses are restricted to container grown ornamentals only.

Important: When applying this product under the terms of this Notice, comply with any resistance guidance or restrictions stated on the product label.

This authorisation has been re-issued to amend the expiry date in line with the parent authorisation.
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
